Non-Residential
Recycling Requirements

they must follow. The designated materials to
be recycled by a place of business or other non-
residential establishment are:

1. High grade office paper;

2. Aluminum food & beverage containers;
3. Corrugated paper (cardboard); and

4. Leaf waste.

Each location is also encouraged to recycle
clear, brown and green glass food and beverage
containers; Steel and bimetal food and beverage
containers; Newspaper and magazines; and PET
(1) and HDPE (2) plastics.

Wastewater Treatment Plant
Improvement & Expansion Project
Move Closer to Construction Phase

As reported in prior newsletters, the Brighton
Township Sewage Authority (BTSA), in cooperation with
the Vanport Township Municipal Authority (VTMA),
continue to move towards the construction phase of the
improvement and expansion of the Vanport Township
Wastewater Treatment Plant. Permitting and Sewage
Facilities Planning have been initiated with the PA DEP
for the project. The Boards of BTSA and VTMA have
met jointly to discuss financing options that are most
favorable for the anticipated project. The increase in
the base sewer rate is not expected to exceed $6.00
per month, or $1.50 per 1,000 gallons of water
consumption. As final construction bid costs are
tabulated a more detailed review of financing options
will be possible, and an estimated impact on the user
rate will be calculated and reported upon.

What Happens When It Rains?

Rain is an important part of
nature’s water cycle, but there
are times it can do more damage
than good. Problems related to
storm water runoff can include:

What is Storm Water?

Storm water is water from precipitation that flows across the
ground and pavement when it rains or when snow and ice
melt. The water seeps into the ground or drains into what we
call storm sewers.These are the drains you see at street
corners or at low points on the sides of streets. Collectively,
the draining water is called storm water runoff.

Why is Storm Water “Good Rain Gone Wrong?”

Storm water becomes a problem when it picks up debris,
chemicals, dirt, and other pollutants as it flows or when it
causes flooding and erosion of stream banks. Storm water
travels through a system of pipes and roadside ditches that
make up storm sewer systems. It eventually flows directly to a
lake, river, stream, wetland, or coastal water. All of the
pollutants storm water carries along the way empty into our
waters, too, because storm water does not get treated!

Pet wastes left on the
ground get carried
away by storm water,
contributing harmful
bacteria, parasites and
viruses to our water.

Vehicles drip fluids (oil, grease,
gasoline, antifreeze, brake fluids,
etc.) onto paved areas where storm
water runoff carries them through
our storm drains and into our water.

Chemicals used to grow and maintain
beautiful lawns and gardens, if not
used properly, can run off into the
storm drains when it rains or when
we water our lawns and gardens.

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Restoring Rain’s Reputation:
What Everyone Can Do To Help

Rain by nature is important for replenishing drinking water
supplies, recreation, and healthy wildlife habitats. It only
becomes a problem when pollutants from our activities like car
maintenance, lawn care, and dog walking are left on the ground
for rain to wash away. Here are some of the most important
ways to prevent storm water pollution:

& Properly dispose of hazardous substances such as used oil,
cleaning supplies and paint—never pour them down any
part of the storm sewer system and report anyone who
does.

& Use pesticides, fertilizers, and herbicides properly and
efficiently to prevent excess runoff.

& Look for signs of soil and other pollutants, such as debris
and chemicals, leaving construction sites in storm water
runoff or tracked into roads by construction vehicles.
Report poorly managed construction sites that could
impact storm water runoff to your community. (See the
back of this brochure for contact information.)

& Install innovative storm water practices on residential
property, such as rain barrels or rain gardens, that capture
storm water and keep it on site instead of letting it drain
away into the storm sewer system.

& Report any discharges from storm water outfalls during
times of dry weather—a sign that there could be a
problem with the storm sewer system.

& Pick up after pets and dispose of their waste properly. No
matter where pets make a mess—in a backyard or at the
park—storm water runoff can carry pet waste from the
land to the storm sewer system to a stream.

& Store materials that could pollute storm water indoors
and use containers for outdoor storage that do not rust
or leak to eliminate exposure of materials to storm water.

Township to Initiate Leaf Waste

Collection Program

The Township has received notice from the PADepartment
of Environmental Protection that it must start a curbside
collection program for leaf waste to comply with regulations
implementing Act 101. With 75 miles of roads this will be a
significant undertaking for the Township. The Township is now
in the planning stages to implement the program this fall. It
has been determined that the collection will be a fee-based
program whereby residents will purchase biodegradable paper
collection bags within which the leaves, garden residues,
shrubbery clippings or tree trimmings will be placed. Bags will
be placed at the curb on collection days to be designated.
Bags will be pre-sold at a location and cost to be determined.
Watch for the fall newsletter for additional information on this
new program.

Help Maintain Clear Access to
Fire Hydrants

In order to avoid limiting access to and the use of fire
hydrants in the case of a fire or other emergency, Township
Code prohibits obstructions to be planted, constructed or
placed within six (6) feet of any fire hydrant. Township Code
also makes it unlawful for any person, other than those
authorized by the Township, Fire Department or Municipal
Authority, to open, tamper with or interfere in any manner with
any fire hydrant. You can help by keeping fire hydrants located
at your property clear of trees, shrubs or other vegetation.
Remember, the Municipal Authority also needs clear access
to water system operating components such as valves and
curb boxes to properly maintain and operate the water system.

Adopt-A-Roadway Program

Why not join your neighbors in keeping your community
litter free? In 2006 the Board of Supervisors initiated an Adopt-
A-Roadway Program. This is an effort to clean up litter and
improve the overall appearance of roadways and parks. Many
individuals and families have since volunteered their time and
energy to accomplish this goal. They are now at work and are
making a difference. You and your family can become involved
too!

Under the program, a Township road (or segment) or a
park area is adopted by a volunteer group or family to collect
litter a minimum of two (2) times per year. The Township
provides for the installation and maintenance of permanent
signs noting the program and the participant, “Litter Crew
Ahead” signs, gloves, bags for collection of litter and the
collection and disposal of the bags of litter collected.
Participation in the program is subject to certain conditions
and safety recommendations.

This is a great way for families and organizations to
become involved in the community in a highly-visible and
productive program.

1. Cost Adjustment Iltems — During the term of this contract the rate per quarter per residential unit can be adjusted for fuel cost
adjustments on a semi-annual (6-month) basis or if there is an escalation in the tipping fees charged by the landfill(s) utilized by the
contracted haulers. Fuel costs are calculated on a specific formula included in the contract. Based upon posted prices by the QOil Price
Information Service (OPIS) fuel has increased approximately over 110% since contract inception resulting in a $0.53 per month refuse
rate increase. Landfill tipping fees have increased four times over the course of the contract, and most recently additional fees
(environmental charge & fuel surcharge) have also been increased, resulting in additional cost increases that are noted above.

Please remember that additional fees are assessed for services other than curb side collection (backyard or at door service where
specific contract restrictions apply) or streets that were not specified for curb service in the bid contract.

2. Mandatory Participation — Each residential unit is required to participate in the contracted refuse and recycling collection program.
Brighton Township is also mandated by State law to provide curbside collection of recyclables to each residential unit. Township
ordinance requires mandatory participation in these programs.

As the contracted haulers provide the Township with the names and addresses of non-participants, notices will be sent. Continued
non-participation can result in the filing of an enforcement notice with potential fines of not less than $100 nor more than $600, plus
costs of prosecution, for each violation.

3. Excluded Items — Contract specifications require the collection of rubbish and other bulky waste. However, there are items excluded
from collection. Following is a list of items excluded from curbside collection as part of the contract. However, this list should not be
considered as a final complete list, as there is always the chance that an unforeseen circumstance or item has not been considered.
Refuse should be placed for collection in bags not exceeding 40 pounds or 40 gallons in size.

Excluded items are: Tires, Televisions, Computer Monitors or CPUs, Yard Waste, Christmas Trees, Construction Debris, Vehicle
Parts or Batteries, Paints, Liquids or Fluids and Hazardous Wastes. Loose debris must be in a box or bag. The contractor will not be
required to pick-up loose debris. No steel or iron posts or rods that may damage garbage packers. Contractors are not expected to
dismantle items placed out for collection. Items specified as items to be separated for recycling are not to be commingled with refuse
for the purpose of being discarded.

Iltems containing Freon gas will not be picked up unless the gas or other cooling material has been properly removed in accordance
with applicable laws and proof is provided to the collector.

4. Recycling — The collectors will continue to collect recycling curbside every other week. Residents are to use an easily identifiable
green container for placement of the recycling. Holes should be placed in the bottom of the container for drainage. Recycling is
mandatory under state law and enforceable by Township ordinance. Recyclable items that are prepared improperly, or are mixed with
household refuse, will not be collected, or will be disposed of with the refuse. Each of you can help improve the success rate of the
Township’s recycling program.

Police Department Receives Grant for In-Car Video Systems A

The Brighton Township Police Department has secured a $25,000 grant through the Pennsylvania Department of Community

& Economic Development. The grant is designated for the purchase and installation of in-car video recording systems with the
Township police vehicles. The recording is to DVD and can help in providing evidence of probable cause for traffic stops or other
law enforcement activities, and ensures accountability. In addition these systems can be used as a training tool by critiquing
prior traffic stops. Most importantly, the greatest impact is upon officer safety. Studies have shown that when an officer
communicates to a person that a camera is recording the incident it de-escalates situations and reduces confrontational behavior.




Township Appoints CENTAX as Earned
Income/Net Profits Tax Gollector

her position as the appointed Earned Income Tax (EIT)
Collector for Brighton Township and the Beaver Area School
District effective at the close of business on June 30, 2008.
The Township wishes her well in the future.

Effective July 1, 2008 Brighton Township and the
Beaver Area School District have appointed the Central Tax
Bureau of Pennsylvania, Inc. (CENTAX) to collect the
Earned Income/Net Profits Tax of one percent (1.0%). The
tax is levied on all salaries, net profits, wages, commissions,
bonuses, and other compensation earned, paid or received
by all residents, and for non-residents employed or engaged
in business with the Township.

Second Quarter Earned Income Tax Returns

Please be reminded that Second Quarter Earned
Income Tax Returns are due on or before July 31st for the
quarter including April, May and June. Employed residents
of Brighton Township are subject to a 1% tax on earned
income/net profits. This tax is paid to the Beaver Area
School District and Brighton Township at 1/2 of 1% each.
The tax must be paid quarterly to avoid penalty. If you are
employed in the Beaver Area it is mandatory that your
employer withhold the tax and your obligation is fulfilled
except for the filing of a final return. However, it is the
employed person’s responsibility to pay the tax so payment
should be verified.

Delinquent Per Capita Taxes To Be
Turned Over to Collection Agency

The Tax Collector has sent delinquency notices for all
remaining unpaid 2007/08 per capita tax bills for those persons
who have failed to make payment. The Per Capital Tax is an
annual tax of $15 ($5 Brighton Township, $10 Beaver Area School
District) authorized by Act 511 and payable by each adult (18 years
or older) residing in the Township. Failure to pay the tax by June
30" results in the Township turning over the listing of unpaid
accounts to a professional collection agency for collection. Once
turned over, the collection agency will attach additional fees for
their services in pursuing collection, which range from additional
notices, wage attachments and door-to-door visits. Fees can be
substantial in nature. If you failed to respond to the delinquent
notice, or want to be sure you are not on the list, please immediately
contact James Onuska, Tax Collector, at 724-774-2622.

Protecting Our Parks & Open Space Areas

Summer is upon us and we are using the Township parks
and open space areas for ballgames, picnics, walks or to just sit
idly. Unfortunately, others misuse the parks by causing damage
through acts of vandalism. Some cause damage by riding off-
road vehicles through parks, damaging foliage, causing erosion
or damaging established trails. In order to discourage these
activities and to identify offenders, the Township has initiated the
installation of video recording equipment within the parks and other
public facilities.

Chapter 133 of the Brighton Township Code provides rules
of conduct and regulations applicable to all Township parks and
recreation areas. Brighton Township Police are charged with the
enforcement of the code that provides for fines of up to $1,000 for
each violation. Parks are open to all Township residents and guests
daily from sunrise until sunset throughout the year, unless a later
time is approved in advance. The following is a partial list of
activities specifically prohibited:

» Disturbing the peace, using threatening, abusive,
insulting or profane language.

Fires, except in facilities provided for such purpose.
Dogs or horses or any other domesticated animals.
Minibikes, snowmobiles or ATVSs.

Bicycles on or around any playing field or surface.
Climbing on fences, backstops or buildings.

Cleaning, polishing, greasing or repairing vehicles.
Possession and/or use of alcoholic beverages
unless approved by a permit or rental agreement. Being
under the influence of alcoholic beverages or drugs.

» Drugs that are possessed in violation of law.

+ Littering and damaging or defacing property.

» Carrying or discharging any firecrackers or fireworks.

This is a summary and should not be considered a complete
listing of prohibited activities or conduct in Township owned or
leased park and recreation areas. A complete copy of the code is
available for public inspection at the Municipal Building. Please
help maintain our park system by reporting violations to the Brighton
Township Police Department.

Need to Get Rid of E-Scrap (i.e. TV or Computer)?

Refuse landfills are rejecting items referred to as E-Scrap,
such as televisions, computers and computer monitors and related
items. Electronic equipment often contains toxic materials such
as lead, mercury, and cadmium. When not properly managed
there is a risk of groundwater and drinking water contamination,
air pollution and more. Fortunately, these items can be disposed
of at the Beaver County Recycling Center located in Brady’s Run
Park for a fee.
