AT SUNSET Corlnpletion.of Hole: A disc that comes to rest in the disc basket or
chains constitutes successful completion of that hole.

Unplayable Lie: Any disc that comes to rest above the ground, in a
tree or bush, is considered an un-playable lie. The disc must be
thrown from the lie on the ground, directly underneath the un-playable
lie. You may now proceed, taking extreme care not to damage the tree
or bush, or reshape them in any way to improve your throwing
conditions.

Out of Bounds: A throw that lands out of bounds must be played from

@ a point 3 feet in bounds from where the disc went out of bounds.
Penalties: Recreational players will not be penalized for rule
infractions. Other players will keep you honest.
